Examination and Assessments
· Student is requested to examine and analyse the performance of the ASEAN Intergovernmental Commission of Human Rights after 10 years of its existence -  40 %

· Each student is to prepare an essay on one of the issues regarding human rights in ASEAN. The paper is about 1500-2000 words in length. (Submit within one month after the end of the course) – 40 %
· Each student is expected to read the materials and participate actively in the class – 20 %
The assessment of paper will be based on the following criteria;

(i) Clarity of the theme, purpose and rationale of the paper;

(ii) Relevance and sufficiency of the literature consulted

(iii) Appropriate use of theories or concepts to frame the study;

(iv) Appropriate use of the data and methods;

(v) Clarity of tables and figures (if any);

(vi) Appropriate interpretation of the findings including soundness and internal consistency of reasoning and arguments advanced;
(vii) Clarity of the paper's organisation and structure;

(viii) Clarity and conciseness of writing

“ASEAN 2025: Forging Ahead Together” which is the Blueprint for the region until 2025. The concepts of  inclusiveness and people oriented-people centred were adopted and repeated throughout the document. The Vision 2025 also emphasizes the promotion and protection of human rights as one of the strategies of the Blueprint. 
However, ASEAN is not known for its openness to CSO participation. The seminar will, therefore, examine the roles and participation of CSO not only in the establishment of the ASEAN human rights system but also  to assess if, with the concept of inclusiveness and people oriented and people centred, CSO could play a greater role in the promotion and protection of human rights in the region.
